Cape Fear Community College is the fastest-growing community college in North Carolina. Many outstanding local high school students want to attend CFCC. To assist them, the CFCC Foundation awards ten merit scholarships annually to deserving New Hanover and Pender County seniors who exhibit academic excellence. Each student receives an $1800 per scholarship for his/her first year at CFCC, which covers the majority of costs for tuition, fees and books for fall and spring semesters. Merit Scholars must maintain at least a 3.0 GPA and complete 12 credit hours during their fall semester in order to qualify for the scholarship for the spring semester. 

Why attend CFCC? 
Enrollment at CFCC is at an all-time high. Over 25,000 adults enrolled at the college in the 2009–2010 academic year, including over 8,500 curriculum students. Curriculum includes college transfer and technical and vocational programs of study. Students can earn one- and two-year technical degrees, two-year associate degrees, diplomas and certificates. CFCC offers small classes, as well as personable and knowledgeable faculty and staff who provide individual assistance for students throughout the course of their studies. To qualify for a CFCC Merit Scholarship, you must: 
1. be a current high school senior; 

2. applied for or approved to enroll in Cape Fear Community College in a curriculum program; 

3. Submitted a letter of recommendation from your high school principal, guidance 
counselor, or a high school teacher; 

4. have academic potential as shown by high school grades, rank in class, 

and/or aptitude test results. 

5. established U.S. citizen or documented alien. 
Consideration will be given to non-school activities, work record, community service, and association with the applicant’s vocational field of interest. This scholarship will be awarded without regard to race, color, creed, religion, sex, or national origin.
