COURSE DESCRIPTIONS

Section 1 - Arson Fire Detection (NFA Course) This course covers the basic techniques of determining fire origin, cause, and recognizing primary clues or evidence of arson.  
Section 2 ‑ ISO Incident Safety Officer (NFA Course) The participant will be able to identify and analyze safety concerns as they relate to all-hazards scene evaluation and communicate recommended solutions to the command authority. This course examines the safety officer's role at emergency response situations. A specific focus on operations within an incident command system as a safety officer is a main theme.

Section 3 - Firefighter Safety and Survival (NFA Course) This course is designed to explain the most common causes of injuries and deaths of firefighters and explain the responsibilities of the officer for firefighter safety and survival.

Section 4 - Leadership I (NFA Course) This course is designed to introduce basic leadership skills and techniques to improve company effectiveness and performance.  Topics covered in the course include: techniques and approaches to problem solving, assessing the needs of subordinates, running meetings effectively in the fire service environment and decision-making strategies.

Section 5 - Leadership II (NFA Course) This course is designed to introduce basic leadership skills and techniques to enhance the company officer's efficiency.  The course focuses on use and abuse of power at the company officer level, creativity in the fire service environment and managing the multiple roles of the company officer. 

Section 6 - Leadership III (NFA Course) This course is designed to introduce basic leadership skills and techniques to improve supervisory effectiveness.  Topics addressed in this course include when and how to delegate to subordinates, when and how to discipline subordinates and coaching/motivating techniques for management-level personnel. 

Section 7 - New PICO Preparing for Initial Company Operation (NFA Course) This course is designed for company officers, acting company officers, or senior firefighters responsible for the management of a single fire company at emergency incident, and those officers who are responsible for company readiness, personnel safety, and leadership as it relates to company operations.  This class is scheduled for 16 hours and will begin at 7:00pm on Friday evening.  Friday attendance is mandatory!  (Friday 7:00-10:00, Saturday 8:00-5:00, Sunday 8:00-1:00)  
Section 8 - New Haz-Mat Level One Responder This course will meet the objectives related to Haz-Mat Level One Responder for NC Certification.   Full Turnout Gear and SCBA Required.   This class is scheduled for 36 hours and will begin at 8:00am on Wednesday Morning.    Wednesday, Thursday, and Friday attendance is mandatory. (Wednesday, Thursday, Friday & Saturday 8:00-5:00, Sunday 9:00-1:00) Requires Chief‘s signature on registration.  
Section 9 - Building Construction I & II (NC Certification) This course will meet the objectives related to Building Construction for NC Certification.  This class will begin at 7:00 pm on Friday evening.  Friday attendance is mandatory
Section 10 - Forcible Entry I & II (NC Certification) This course will meet the objectives related to Forcible Entry for NC Certification. Full Turnout Gear Required.  This class is scheduled for 14 hours and will begin at 7:00pm on Friday evening.  Friday evening attendance is mandatory!  (Friday 7:00-10:00, Saturday 8:00-5:00, Sunday 9:00-12:00).
Section 11 - Salvage I & II (NC Certification) This course will meet the objectives related to Salvage for NC Certification.  (Saturday 8:00-3:00)  Full Turnout Gear Required
Section 12 - Overhaul I & II (NC Certification)   This course will meet the objectives related to Overhaul for NC Certification.  (Saturday 3:00-5:00, Sunday 9:00-1:00) Full Turnout Gear Required.
Section 13 - Foam Fire Streams I & II (NC Certification) This course will meet the objectives related to Foam Fire Streams for NC Certification.  (Saturday 8:00-3:00)  Full Turnout Gear Required.   
Section 14 - Fire Extinguishers I & II (NC Certification) This course will meet the objectives related to Building Construction for NC Certification. (Saturday 3:00-5:00, Sunday 9:00-1:00) Full Turnout Gear Required. 
Section 15 - Fire Behavior I & II (NC Certification) This course will meet the objectives related to Fire Behavior for NC Certification. 

Section 16 - Fire Alarms & Communications I & II (NC Certification) This class will meet the objectives related to Fire Alarms & Communications for NC Certification.  This class will travel off site to the 911 center, transportation not provided.   

Section 17 - Sprinklers I & II (NC Certification) This class will meet the objectives related to Sprinklers for NC Certification.  Full Turnout Gear Required This class will begin at 7:00 pm on Friday evening.  Friday attendance is mandatory!  
Section 18 - Ladders I & II (NC Certification) This class will meet the objectives related to Ladders for NC Certification.  Full Turnout Gear Required. This class will begin at 7:00 pm on Friday evening.  Friday attendance is mandatory!   
Section 19 - Ventilation I & II (NC Certification) This class will meet the objectives related to Ventilation for NC Certification.  Full Turnout Gear Required. This class is scheduled for 18 hours and will begin at 5:00pm on Friday evening.  Friday evening attendance is mandatory!  (Friday 5:00-10:00, Saturday 8:00-5:00, Sunday 8:00-1:00)
Section 20 - Personal Protective Equipment I & II (NC Certification) This class will meet the objectives related to Personal Protective Equipment for NC Certification.  Full Turnout Gear and SCBA Required.  This class will begin at 7:00 pm on Friday evening.  Friday attendance is mandatory!  
Section 21 - Emergency Medical Care I & II (NC Certification) This class will meet the objectives related to Emergency Medical Care for NC Certification. This class will begin at 7:00 pm on Friday evening.   Friday attendance is mandatory! 
Section 22 - Fire Prevention, Public Education & Fire Cause I & II (NC Certification) This class will meet the objectives related to Fire Prevention, Public Education & Fire Cause for NC Certification.  This class is scheduled for 21 hours and will begin at 1:00pm on Friday.  Friday attendance is mandatory!   (Friday 1:00pm -10:00pm, Saturday 8:00-5:00, Sunday 8:00-1:00.)  
Section 23 - Fire Department Organization & Safety I & II (NC Certification) This course will meet the objectives related to Fire Department Organization & Safety for NC Certification.  Full Turnout Gear Required. This class will begin at 7:00 pm on Friday evening.  Friday attendance is mandatory! 
Section 24 - Fire Hose, Streams & Appliances I & II (NC Certification) This class will meet the objectives related to Fire Hose, Streams & Appliances for NC Certification. Full Turnout Gear Required. This class will begin at 7:00 pm on Friday evening.  Friday attendance is mandatory!  
Section 25 - Fire Control I & II (NC Certification) The practical portions of this N.C. Certification class will be accomplished using the safety training facilities.  All students must have met all NFPA Live Burn Standards 1403 as required by the N. C. Fire Commission.   This class is scheduled for 24 hours and will begin at 9:00am on Friday morning.  Friday attendance is mandatory!  (Friday 9:00am-10:00pm, Saturday 8:00-5:00, Sunday 8:00-1:00)  Full Turnout Gear and SCBA Required. Requires Chief‘s signature on registration verifying all requirements have been met.  
.
Section 26 - D/O Emergency Vehicle Driver (NC Certification) This course will meet the objectives of the Emergency Vehicle Driver Certification.  Saturday afternoon and Sunday class will meet outside for hands-on training, rain or shine.  Please dress appropriately. This class is scheduled for 16 hours and will begin at 7:00pm on Friday evening.  Friday attendance is mandatory!  (Friday 7:00-10:00, Saturday 8:00-5:00, Sunday 8:00-1:00)  Requires Chief‘s signature on registration.  

Section 27 - New Driver Operator: EVD Trailer Towing (NC Certification)  This class will meet the objectives related to Driver Operator: EVD Trailer Towing for NC Certification. This class is scheduled for 14 hours and will begin at 7:00pm on Friday evening.  Friday evening attendance is mandatory!  (Friday 7:00-10:00, Saturday 8:00-5:00, Sunday 9:00-12:00). Prerequisites:  EVD.  This course requires Chief‘s signature on registration verifying all requirements have been met.  
Section 28 - Driver Operator: Intro to Pumps (NC Certification) This class will meet the objectives related to Driver Operator: Intro to Pumps for NC Certification.  Full Turnout Gear Required.  This class will begin at 7:00 pm on Friday evening.  Friday attendance is mandatory! 
Section 29 - Driver Operator: Service Testing (NC Certification) This class will meet the objectives related to Driver Operator: Service Testing for NC Certification.  Full Turnout Gear Required.  This class will begin at 7:00 pm on Friday.  Friday attendance is mandatory!  
Section 30 - Driver Operator: Basic Pump Ops (NC Certification) This class will meet the objectives related to Driver Operator: Basic Pump Ops for NC Certification. Full Turnout Gear Required.  This class will begin at 7:00 pm on Friday evening.  Friday attendance is mandatory!  
Section 31 - Driver Operator: Pump Hydraulics (NC Certification) This class will meet the objectives related to Driver Operator: Pump Hydraulics for NC Certification. Full Turnout Gear Required.  This class will begin at 7:00 pm on Friday evening.  Friday attendance is mandatory!  
Section 32 - Driver Operator: Aerial Testing (NC Certification) This class will meet the objectives related to Driver Operator: Aerial Testing for NC Certification.   
Section 33 - TR General: Ropes (NC Certification) This class will present to Technical Rescuer safe and effective methods of rescue in elevated and below grade environments using ropes, knots, and rope related equipment. Mechanical advantage, anchors, anchoring techniques, and stress loads will be covered. Practicals will be held outside; please dress appropriately.  Full Turnout Gear Required. This class is scheduled for 21 hours and will begin on Friday at 1:00 pm. Friday attendance is mandatory! (Friday 1:00pm -10:00pm, Saturday 8:00-5:00, Sunday 8:00-1:00)   
Section 34 - TR General: Rescue Rigging (NC Certification) This course will meet the objectives related to TR General: Rescue Rigging for NC Certification. Full Turnout Gear Required. This class will begin at 7:00 pm on Friday. Friday attendance is mandatory!  
Section 35 - TR Ropes: Anchor (NC Certification) This course will present the Technical Rescuer correct techniques for the setup, operation, and function of various multiple-point anchor and portable anchor/lifting platform systems used during rope recue incidents.  Full Turnout Gear Required. This class will begin at 7:00 pm on Friday. Friday attendance is mandatory! 

Section 36 - Fire & Life Safety Educator I - Education (NC Certification)  This class is a basic overview of the duties and responsibilities of the position of Educator Level I and describe how the work of the position is completed in a typical fire department. The student shall demonstrate the ability to coordinate and deliver community fire and injury prevention programs.

Section 37 - Fire Officer II (NC Certification) This course will present the Fire Officer Candidate with the knowledge, skills, and ability to satisfy the requirements of the Chapter Five of the NFPA 1021: Standard for Fire Officer Professional Qualifications.  This course is designed to meet the needs of the mid-level officer/supervisor.  This class is scheduled for 24 hours and will begin at 9:00am on Friday morning.  Friday attendance is mandatory!  (Friday 9:00am-10:00pm, Saturday 8:00-5:00, Sunday 8:00-1:00)  *Pre-requisites: Fire Officer I.  Requires Chief‘s signature on registration. Section 38 New - RIT Mayday (NC Certification) This 11 hour class is part of the RIT certification.  Studies will include information in accordance with the NFPA 1407 Standard for Training Rapid Intervention Teams.  Discussions such as Mayday, rescue techniques and advanced firefighter survival skills.  Pre-requisites: NC Firefighter I, and physically able to perform duties as a team member.  Full Turnout Gear and SCBA Required  This class is scheduled for 11 hours and will run from Saturday 8:00 - 5:00, and Sunday 9:00 – 12:00.
Section 39 - Chief 101 This class will offer some insight into paperwork and other issues facing today’s fire departments.  There will be a heavy emphasis on benefits from the State Firemen’s Association, the Firemen’s and Rescue Squad Workers’ Pension Fund, the PSOB, Workers’ Compensation and the State of North Carolina.  Packets outlining the procedure to follow in case of a line-of-duty death will be provided as well.  This class is designed to be beneficial to all firefighters and is packed with useful information.  Chiefs, company officers, and firefighters are encouraged to attend.
Section 40 New - Marine Shipboard Firefighting: (NC Certification) This 8 hour course is part of a three part class designed to train land based firefighters how to safety and effectively respond in the event of a shipboard fire.  It includes marine environment, fire control systems, firefighter safety & survival, vessel information, size-ups, resources, strategy, and case histories. This class is scheduled for 8 hours and will run from 8:00 - 5:00 on Saturday only.
Section 41 - Basic Firefighting I This course is designed for the firefighter with little or no experience.  Basics to be covered include: ladders, SCBA, fire streams, hose practices, etc.  Practical applications will be used extensively. Full Turnout Gear and SCBA Required This class will begin at 7:00 pm on Friday evening.   Friday attendance is mandatory!  Requires Chief’s signature on registration.  
Section 42 - Firefighter Confidence and Survival This class is designed to teach firefighters, confidence and survival in the most extreme and stressful conditions in the firefighting environment.  Students will learn how to overcome these stressful environments by better understanding the limitations of themselves, of the SCBA and while working as a team with other firefighters. Topics will include techniques for self-rescue, RIT, use of the “Last Chance Rescue Filter”, and other self-rescue options.  Full Turnout Gear and SCBA with an extra bottle required.  All SCBA bottles must have current hyro-test date.  This class is scheduled for 16 hours and will begin at 7:00pm on Friday evening.  Friday attendance is mandatory!  (Friday 7:00-10:00, Saturday 8:00-5:00, Sunday 8:00-1:00)  
Section 43 New – LP Gas - Great Balls of Fire This 12 hour course is designed to educate the firefighter on various characteristics of gasses and its behavior.  Study will include definitions, flashpoints, product dangers, emergency shut-off values, and safety devices, as well as other critical information necessary for the firefighter.  The class includes live exterior fire training.  All students must have met all NFPA Live Burn Standards 1403 as required by the N. C. Fire Commission.     Full Turnout Gear and SCBA Required. Requires Chief‘s signature on registration verifying all requirements have been met.  
Section 44 - Law & Administration Any person who desires to take any of the North Carolina Standard Inspection courses must first complete the Law and Administration course.  This course meets the standards of the North Carolina Code Officials Qualification Board.  Book Required – Administration Code & Policy 2009 (919-661-5880). This class is scheduled for 16 hours and will begin at 7:00pm on Friday evening.  Friday evening attendance is mandatory!  (Friday 7:00-10:00, Saturday 8:00-5:00, Sunday 8:00-1:00)
Section 45 - Explosives, Bombs, & Booby Traps Emergency responders (including EMS, Law, Fire and Rescue workers) may encounter various types of explosive devises and environments in today’s society.  This course will present both classroom instruction and practical exercises that will include bomb searches, spotting booby traps as well as other demonstrations.
Section 46 - Special Circumstances of Fire Investigations This course is designed to train the fire investigator in a variety of special circumstances.  Investigative techniques will be discussed along with the importance of record keeping and how the investigator can be effective in determining a fire cause.   Prerequisites:  NFA Arson/Fire Detection, Arson/Fire Detection for First Responders or Equivalent.  Requires Chief‘s signature on registration.
Section 47 - Fire Officer Development This course will focus on leadership lessons as well as the decision-making process.  It is designed for the newly appointed officer as well as the veteran officer.  This course will cover the responsibilities of the fire officer at the emergency scene as well as the firehouse.  It will cover the aspects of officer promotion and what to look for in a good officer.  Some topics covered are safety, decision making, promotions, and how to keep your firefighters fired up and enthused about their role in the fire service.  This class will begin at 7:00 pm on Friday evening.  Friday attendance is mandatory! 
Section 48 - Building Construction for Fire Command Officers Structural fire attack is currently third behind heart attacks and vehicle accidents as a reason for on duty death and injuries to the fire service.  With new technology in building construction and contents it is time we look at better educating the fire service in order to reduce injuries and deaths. It is time that the fire service begins to re-think the strategies and tactics we are using to attack structural fires.  The objective of this class is to get command officers at all levels to begin a cultural change in the way we do business and to review one of the most important but often overlooked classes for the fire service.

Section 49  First Due Engine Company In this course students will look at a variety of aspects that an officer or first due company may encounter upon arriving at a fire scene.  Class discussion involves strategies and incident scenarios from the critical first minutes on a scene to firefighter fatalities.  This class is open to all firefighters, but is especially important to the command officer.   
Section 50 New - Occult & Ritual Identification Part 3 This class is a very extensive look at the Caribbean/Hispanic religion, Santeria, including traditions, rituals and belief system.  Santa Muerta and “gods” of war will be discussed with the emphasis on the relationship of the belief system and the criminal behavior often displayed.  Court rulings and cases involving magical-religious practices will also be examined.  The Rastafarian movement will be introduced to the student. Pre-requisites: Occult & Ritual Identification, Parts I & II This course is not open to the public or the media.  No type of recording device will be allowed in the classroom.  
Section 51 New – Pre-Incident Planning for the Emergency Service Provider “The Substance of Information at Your Fingertips” This class is for fire department members interested in developing or improving a pre-incident survey program. Topics discussed will include NFPA 1620 Standard for Pre-Incident Planning, CAD drawing programs and how to use them, the vital information that should be included in a complete pre-incident surveys, case studies where a pre-incident survey may have made a significant difference in the outcome of an incident and how to include additional information such as aerial imagery, photos, etc… This class will also discuss how to manage available data in a wireless format that will make this valuable information available at the touch of a button, while en-route and while on scene during an emergency incident. Interested personnel for this class can include all ranks and departmental GIS technicians.  *** Students are encouraged to bring laptop computers to class. ***
Section 52 -NIMS ICS-300 Intermediate In this course the student will cover the organizational structure and how it is staffed.  ICS positions and their responsibilities will be discussed and the information flow in the organization.  Organizational development and staffing are of primary concerns.  Implementing and controlling resources to the incident will also be covered.  Pre-requisites:  NIMS Incident Command I-100/I-200.  This class is scheduled for 18 hours and will begin at 5:00pm on Friday evening.  Friday evening attendance is mandatory!  (Friday 5:00-10:00, Saturday 8:00-5:00, Sunday 8:00-1:00) PLEASE NOTE: In addition to returning the CFCC registration form and your registration fee, you must register with NCEM TERMS @ http://terms.ncem.org/TRS/  to receive your NCEM Certificate and reimbursement from NC Emergency Management. Please note the $35.00 registration fee is NOT waived or reimbursed for this course.
Section 53 - NIMS ICS-400 Advanced This course will meet the training needs of fire personnel for ICS.  Emphasis is placed on large-scale organization development; roles and relationships of the primary staff; the planning, operational, logistical and fiscal considerations related to large and complex incident and event management.  It describes the application of Area Command and the importance of interagency coordination on complex incidents and events.  Pre-requisites: NIMS Incident Command 100/200/300.  This class is scheduled for 14 hours and will begin at 7:00pm on Friday evening.  Friday evening attendance is mandatory!  (Friday 7:00-10:00, Saturday 8:00-5:00, Sunday 9:00-12:00). PLEASE NOTE: In addition to returning the CFCC registration form and your registration fee, you must register with NCEM TERMS @ http://terms.ncem.org/TRS/  to receive your NCEM Certificate and reimbursement from NC Emergency Management. Section 54 - Mass Fatalities Incident Response This course is designed to prepare local, state and federal fire, rescue and law enforcement personnel and other responsible agencies and professionals to manage mass fatalities incidents effectively and to work with the survivors in an emergency or disaster.  PLEASE NOTE: In addition to returning the CFCC registration form and your registration fee, you must register with NCEM TERMS @ http://terms.ncem.org/TRS/  to receive your NCEM Certificate and reimbursement from NC Emergency Management.
