FIRST RESPONDER ACADEMY INFO SHEET
The staff of Cape Fear Community College (CFCC)) Safety Training Center appreciates your interest in our program.   

The intent of this information sheet is to outline the application process for the Academy.

Prerequisites

 Applicant must be 18 years of age by the start date of the academy.

 Applicant must furnish a copy of a high school diploma or equivalent.

 Applicant should be a rostered member of a fire department—each affiliated applicant must be sponsored by a fire department to participate in the academy.  Sponsorship means that the applicant’s fire department  
1) endorses the applicant to participate in the academy, 2) provides NFPA-approved structural firefighting gear and 3) shows proof that the applicant is covered by the sponsor fire department’s workers compensation insurance. If you are interested but not a member of a department please contact us for more information.  (enclosed sponsorship letter must be completed and returned with application packet).

 If applicant is requesting housing, a criminal records check sheet from the county in which the applicant resides must be provided. This check sheet must be consistent with the current year of application to the academy. The applicant will also be required to sign a Ride Along agreement in order to participate in housing.  

Academy Approval

· Applicants will be notified by telephone or e-mail of acceptance, contingent upon physical exam. 

· Once contingent acceptance is received, recruit will be required to schedule physical examination with Medac (see attached details) 

· A Final Acceptance Letter will be sent to Applicant upon College’s receipt of satisfactory Physical Exam Results. 

· Upon receipt of final acceptance letter, recruits will need to complete the uniform sheet in the application packet so that uniforms can be ordered.  Students are responsible for uniform expenses.
· Students will be required to provide their own textbook, Essentials of Fire Fighting, 5th Ed., ISBN #36538.

· Recruits needing housing during the academy will be notified of the residency arrangements prior to the start of the academy (usually during the orientation session).

· A mandatory orientation session will be held on the first day of the Academy that covers the expectations of the program.  
· Candidates who successfully complete the Academy will be receive a certificate of successful completion.  Please contact Becky Porter at firetraining@cfcc.edu, or call 910-362-7714 or 362-7770 if you have questions regarding the process.
