         a. Spanish decree in 1573 that native peoples would be dealt with peacefully. 
          b. Missionary activity by Franciscans began in 1598 in New Mexico. 
      1.  Made few allowances for indigenous practices. 
      2.  Forced Pueblos to "live in a civilized manner." 
      3.  Disrupted traditional patterns of life and provoked conflict. 
      4.  Epidemic diseases decimated indigenous population. 
          c. Eventually, armed conflict erupted between Spanish and Pueblos. 
      1.  Pueblo uprising in 1680 drove Spanish out of New Mexico. 
      2.  Spanish returned through force in 1693. 
          d. Spanish empire in North America remained fragmentary through the 1770s.
