ENG 111 Group Projects

A major objective of this course is developing the ability to apprehend and articulate something meaningful about our world; this is precisely what your group will attempt with this project.

Your group will select 3 of the following topics to examine:

· Local Culture: Examine one or more aspects of the Cape Fear region’s cultural scene.  Possible focal points include local dining, the music scene, theatre, fine arts and crafts, festivals, and historic points of interest.

· Local Politics:  Analyze a local political topic, identifying the major players and agendas involved.  Possible issues include: downtown convention center proposals, traffic congestion, zoning and development, annexation, and government consolidation.

· Regional Profiles:  Profile one of our regional cities, highlighting its amenities and deficiencies, cultural attractions, population, and economic opportunities.  Regional cities include: Charleston, Raleigh, Greensboro, Savannah, Columbia, Winston-Salem, Richmond, Atlanta, and Charlotte.

· Celebrity Profile:  Profile a local or national celebrity.  Include interesting biographical material, as well a career analysis.

· National/International Report:  Report on a national or international event of significance.  Provide as many facts as possible and indicate why the event is so important.

· Sports Analysis:  Analyze a local or national sports story and explain the meaning and significance of that story.

· Science Update: Profile a recent scientific discovery or innovation, giving special attention to possible consequences and implications.

Your group will compose a two to three page essay for each topic you examine.  You will then present a 30-minute “broadcast” for the class that synthesizes these essays in an informative and entertaining way.  The key to this project is finding a common theme that unites these separate reports.  This is your opportunity to be creative and I encourage you to incorporate any type of multi-media you desire.  Your group will turn in its three essays on the day it presents.  

The group project accounts for 10 percent of your final grade.  Each group will have the opportunity to decide how individual grades are determined.
