Choose one of the following options.

1. Brochure



Examples: 

· Advertise a guided tour of McCandless’s odyssey, explaining the most significant events along the way.

· Advertise the book Into the Wild.

2. Poster/Visual Display focusing on one theme from Into the Wild

Examples:

· Define McCandless using poignant quotes and paraphrases that explain images (drawings, collages, paintings, etc.).

3. Collage

· Again, be sure to choose a focus, such as a theme, an answer to a question, a definition, etc.

4. Write an essay.  See me for thesis approval.

5. Suggest a project for approval.

B.
