COURSE FORMAT: This is a lecture course, and it carries 3 semester hours of credit.

Course Description:


This course provides instruction and experience in the preparation and delivery of speeches within a public setting and group discussion.  Emphasis is place on research, preparation, delivery and evaluation of informative, persuasive and special occasion public speaking.  Upon completion, students should be able to prepare and deliver well-organized speeches and participate in group discussion with appropriate audiovisual support.

Course Objectives:


Upon completion of this course, you will be able to demonstrate, through speeches, tests and other activities, the ability to develop a speech by selecting an appropriate subject, then, working alone or with a group, develop and present a thoroughly researched, focused and organized presentation to a specific audience.  You will be able to deliver your speech using effective verbal and non-verbal skills to include appropriate gestures, tone of voice, rhythm and posture and by using visual aids that support your material.  Finally, you will be able to critique your own speeches and the speeches of others by academically analyzing the content, presentation format and delivery style.

Required text:  The Art Of Public Speaking, Lucas, Stephen E.  9th edition.  McGraw-Hill, New York, NY.  2007

Materials required:  Pens, pencils, note- taking materials, one formatted 3 ½ inch PC diskette, CD, or flash drive.  

Specific course requirements:


Four major speech projects and an outline and/or quizzes of the text are required for this course.  The projects will cover a speech of introduction, informative speech, persuasion speech, and one final presentation to be determined.   There will also be assignments based on evaluating speeches, and other speech-related activities.  There will also be a final exam based on the textbook.  

Students will also be required to academically and astutely critique their own speeches and the speeches of their classmates.

All assignments must be typed.  Handwritten assignments will not be accepted.

Attendance Policy:


Unless otherwise determined at the orientation meeting, for this hybrid course, I am requiring you to be present for 7 out of the 8 speaking dates.  Even if you are not speaking, you need to be an audience member.  The dates of the speeches will be determined at the first meeting.  Failure to do this could result in failing the course.

Appeals Procedure:


As noted in the Cape Fear Community College Catalog, students may appeal a grade or an instructor’s decision.  The procedure requires that the student make an appointment to speak with the instructor first.  After this meeting, the student has the further option of appealing to the instructor’s department chair.  

In the Humanities and Fine Arts department, the department chair will not review student appeals unless or until the student has met with the instructor first.  This course cannot be dropped (WP) after Midterm.

Plagiarism:


Plagiarism is using, as your own, the words or ideas of another, whether written or oral.  When you use material from a source, you must quote or paraphrase accurately and properly cite the information.  Failure to do so is considered plagiarism.  Examples of plagiarism are:  word-for-word copying without correctly indicating that you are quoting, inaccurate quoting and paraphrasing, and incomplete or missing documentation.  Purchasing a paper or copying someone else’s work and submitting it as your own is also plagiarism.  Any misrepresentation of a source in your writing or speaking would constitute a form of plagiarism.


Whether intentional or unintentional, plagiarism is not acceptable.  The Humanities and Fine Arts Department adheres to the CFCC policy on cheating as stated in the Catalog and Student Handbook which states that a student is going to receive an "F" on an assignment if a student is found guilty of  such misconduct.   A "written report of the incident stating the facts and the action” will be taken to my department chair or immediate supervisor and to the Vice President of Student Development (Carol Cullum in Room A220).  Note the time frame:  ". . . within three (3) weekdays from the time the incident occurred."  If a student appeals a grade, the student should remain in the class while the appeal is being addressed.  In general, a student remains a member of a class as long as the student does not receive a grade of "W,"  "WF," or "WP."
Speech Summaries

A typed outline must be emailed or placed in the instructor’s S202 mailbox 1 week prior to each speech.  These outline are worth 15 points each.

Speech #1:  Self Introduction (3-5 minutes) (50 pts.)

Prepare a 3-5 minute speech in which you introduce yourself to the class. Base your speech on 2 to 4 character traits that you see yourself possessing.  You will be required to use a visual aid that describes, enhances and explains at least one of your traits to the audience. You will need to cite at least one source in your speech (friend, relative, co-worker). You will also be required to turn in two outlines on the day of your speech.  You will give me one and keep one to speak from.  You should speak from your condensed speaking outline. Remember that I realize that this is your first speech, so I simply want you to do your best!

Speech #2:  Informative Speech (5-7 min.) (100 pts.)

This speech will be a five to seven minute informative speech in which you give the audience information on a topic with which you are familiar, and have done enough research to show and add to our knowledge beyond what would be expected without such research.  You must use at least three credible sources and cite them in the context of the speech.  Uncited references are looked upon as plagiarism in your speech and will result in the grade of “F” for the speech just as if it were a term paper or other research project.  


An example idea (you can use):  Present an informative speech based on a newspaper or magazine article published at the time of your birth.  To prepare for this speech, you will need to go to the library and read through newspapers from the day you were born or magazines such as Times or Newsweek from the week you were born.  Select an item – article, advertisement, photograph, editorial, etc. from either the newspapers or magazines that relates to your life in some meaningful way.  Using that item as a point of departure, construct a speech that explains some aspect of your personality, background, beliefs, or aspirations.

Speech #3:  Persuasive Speech (5-7 min.) (100 pts.)

This third speech is a persuasive one.  You will be expected to use research and logical arguments in order to persuade the audience to share you commitment to a particular cause or belief.  At least three references will be used as well as a definite method of persuasion as outlined in the course.  This speech should be five to seven minutes in length.  


Suggestion:  Use the Monroe Motivated Sequence for your speech.  

Monroe’s Motivated Sequence (Follows the Psychology of Persuasion)

1. Gain the attention of the audience.

2.   Show the need for a change.  

3. Satisfy the sense of need by presenting a plan that will remedy the need.

4. Visualize the benefits and practicality of the plan.  

5. Urge the audience to take action in support of the plan.  

Speech #4:  (3-5 min.)  (100 pts.)

You may choose one of the following speeches.  This speech should last between 3-5 minutes.  I would like at least 1 outside sources.  

· A monologue about a particular subject

· A commemorative speech about any occasion

· A toast

· A commemorative speech to celebrate a person

· An acceptance speech

· A speech to present an award

___________________________________________________________Remember:  A 2nd typed outline is required for all speeches and must be turned in on the speech day, prior to delivering the speech.  Without this, 10 points will be deducted from the 100 total grade for the speech.  ALSO, you must use visual aids in all the speeches.
