04/12/05  Group Projects for Com 110 (Choose 1).  You will receive a group grade as well as an individual grade based on peer evaluations.

You will present your group project as an oral presentation (15-20 minutes), which should include 1 paper per group, turned in immediately before you give your presentation to include:

· Group members names

· Timetable and accountability table (who did what)

· Description of group development

· Tell which group member represented which Task and Maintenance roles (pp. 256-258 in text)  your group and how you could tell

· Reflection on the challenges faced, how they were addressed, the success of the project

Include a minimum of 3 of the following in your presentation:  (you may use more!)

· Find 3 movie/tv clips appropriate for classroom use illustrating 3 concepts about communication.

· Play a song or songs relating to your topic.

· Show a cartoon relating to your topic.

· Give a Power Point presentation.

· Do a drama/skit or a role-play related to your topic.

· Share a poem or excerpt from a book related to topics from class. 

Choice 1: Group Music Presentation  
Students share what their favorite music is and are put into a group accordingly.  Music has become a catalyst for cultural intermingling (the popularity of Rap music is one example).  Students have shown that by sharing their music, they are opening a window, which may not be shared with others outside their group.  This presentation would begin with a history of the music, followed by information about certain artists, what the music means to them personally and a sample of it.  The music is shared through cassettes; CD’s or live music is performed.  

Choice 2: Group Movie Critique

Students choose a movie  (or clips from several) (Apollo 13, 12 Angry Men, Armageddon, Oceans 11, etc. with teacher approval) which shows a group or team working together to solve a problem.  Discuss the role several different characters play and relate it to the text discussion of small groups, leadership and power in groups (Chapters 10 and 11).  Show movie clips, etc. 

Choice 3:  Game/Talk Show

Produce a game show or talk show involving questions from various chapters in the textbook.  

Choice 4: Create Your Own Group Project (subject to teacher approval)
Choice 5: The Future

Discuss significant changes that may be taking place in your lifetime.  Try to relate how these changes will affect communication.

Choice 6: Signs of our Times

Discuss various “sign of our times.” Try to relate them to topics covered in class.
