But each region has its
staunch defenders who will cry that there is no barbecue but that cooked their way!

Then grab yourself a tall glass of
sweetened iced tea — or the beverage of your choice — and listen to Bob Garner, author of North Carolina
Barbecue: Flavored by Time.

Garner will entertain with
information as to why barbecue is such an important element of North Carolina’s cultural identity.

After filling up on barbecue and enjoying Garner’s delightful anecdotes, loosen your pants, sit back, and enjoy the
music of Jeff Little and his band (www.jefflittle.net ). National Public Radio describes Little as “a remarkable
musician steeped in the tradition of his native Blue Ridge yet also a virtuosic and eclectic innovator.” Little has
been making music since he was five years old and has played professionally since fourteen, including with Doc
Watson. From rockabilly to old mountain music, Little has taken his musical roots on tour around the world with
performances in France, Tanzania, Oman, as well as The Smithsonian Institute, Folk Masters, and National Public
Radio. Get ready to tap your toes, clap your hands, or stand up and clog!

You will also have an opportunity to learn something about a broader spectrum of North Carolina culture as Dr.
Margaret D. Bauer, Rives Chair of Southern Literature, Professor in the English Department at East Carolina
University, Editor of the North Carolina Literary Review, and President of the North Carolina Historical and Literary
Association, discusses North Carolina’s literary history as it has been recorded in the North Carolina Literary
Review. Since its 1992 premier issue, which features a section of articles on seventeenth-century travel writer-
naturalist-surveyor John Lawson and the Tuscarora Indians, this award-winning literary magazine has explored
North Carolina history through the state’s literature. In 1994, for example, the special feature section focused on the
1898 Wilmington Race Riot. NCLR'’s founding editor Alex Albright has since been credited for calling attention to
this historical event in time for it to be given a public forum on the 100™ anniversary of its occurrence. In 2003,
commemorating the 100" anniversary of the Wright Brothers first flight, NCLR published a “flight” issue. Other
issues, like the 2005 Outer Banks issue, focus on how the culture of various regions of North Carolina are recorded
by writers, and still other issues, like the 2001 science fiction issue or the 2006 children’s literature issue, examine

the presentation of various genres by North Carolina writers.

NADE Certification was launched in 1999 to recognize programs that meet or exceed criteria of good practices as
defined by research and literature of the field. Certification may be given for components of a learning assistance or
developmental education program. NADE does not certify entire programs. The programs eligible for certification
are: Tutoring Services, Course-Based Learning Assistance (course-based study groups include those such as the
Supplemental Instruction model), and Developmental Coursework. In order to be certified, a program component
must demonstrate it utilizes practices found in quality services and programs by completing an Application Packet
for the program component for which it is applying. This includes the following:

1. A summary of the results of a systematic self study using the NADE Self Evaluation Guides.

2. Submitting evaluation data (baseline data, action plans, comparative data, and results) that confirms the program
component is using systematic, continuous assessment and evaluation to demonstrate that it is meeting its goals
and objectives.

3. Providing the theoretical framework upon which the program is based.

4. Other requirements as specified in the individual Program Component Application Packets for which the program
is applying.

Members of the NADE Certification Council will conduct the preconference program.

This workshop will satisfy the training requirement that is part of the application process for NADE Certification.
Individuals who intend to pursue certification as well as those who want to learn how they can prepare their
program to become eligible for certification are encouraged to take advantage of this training opportunity. The
registration fee covers the cost of training materials.

It is one thing to recognize the need for our students to become fluent
in Standard English and another to distinguish the importance of methodology used by educators in achieving that
goal and the value of dialects in adding to the richness of English discourse.

For three
years these tools have been employed in the workshop presenter's introductory World History course to increase
student final course grades and engagement with the course material. The course instructor and the students co-
create the digital content for a weekly podcast centered around exam review topics, co-create an online study guide
for the exams, and use other technologies to increase communication among students and promote higher
engagement with the course content. Most of the learning tools explored in the workshop are free or of modest cost
for the instructors and the students.
